The candidates come forward and proclaim their faith together.

Do you believe in the holy Catholic Church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of the body, and life everlasting?

This is our faith. This is the faith of the Church.

We are proud to profess it, in Christ Jesus our Lord.

AMEN.

CELEBRATION OF RECEPTION

Cel:
Allison, Malcolm, Ulric, of your own free will you have asked to be received into the full communion of the Catholic Church. You have made your decision after careful thought under the guidance of the Holy Spirit. In faith you will be one with us for the first time at the Eucharistic table of the Lord Jesus, the sign of the Church’s unity.

R:
I believe and profess all that the holy Catholic Church believes, teaches, and proclaims to be revealed by God.

Cel:
Allison, Malcolm, Ulric, the Lord receives you into the Catholic Church. His loving kindness has led you here, so that in the unity of the Holy Spirit you may have full communion with us in the faith that you have professed in the presence of his family.
CELEBRATION OF CONFIRMATION

Cel:
My dear candidates for confirmation, by your baptism you have been born again in Christ and you have become a member of Christ and of his priestly people. Now you are to share in the outpouring of the Holy Spirit among us, the Spirit sent by the Lord upon his apostles at Pentecost and given by them and their successors to the baptised. The promised strength of the Holy Spirit, which you are to receive, will make you more like Christ and help you to be a witness to his suffering, death and resurrection. It will strengthen you to be an active member of the Church and to build up the Body of Christ in faith and love.
With hands joined, the Celebrant addresses the people.
Cel:
My dear friends, let us pray to God our Father, that he will pour out the Holy Spirit on these candidates for confirmation to strengthen them with his gifts and anoint them to be more like Christ, the Son of God.

All pray briefly in silence. The Celebrant holds his hands outstretched over the candidates and says the following prayer:

Cel:
All-powerful God, Father of our Lord Jesus Christ,

by water and the Holy Spirit you freed your children from sin

and gave them new life. 
Send your Holy Spirit upon them to be their helper and guide.

Give them the spirit of wisdom and understanding,

the spirit of right judgement and courage,

the spirit of knowledge and reverence.

Fill them with the spirit of wonder and awe in your presence.

We ask this through Christ our Lord.

The sponsor places their hand on the shoulder of their candidate and calls out their name. The Celebrant anoints the candidate with the oil of Chrism saying:

The candidates and their sponsors return to their seats and the Mass continues with the Bidding Prayers.
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
